This scholarship is automatically renewable for four years of college, provided
that the recipient maintains a minimum 2.0 gpa, and provides KLBA with proof

of grades and paid tuition receipts for the current 2" semester of each year. (A
total per recipient of $2000) Only one of these scholarships will be awarded each
year to the student who the executive board of the Kansas Limousin Breeders
Association deems most qualified based on the following:

1. Financial need

2. Academics

3. Community involvement (School, Church, FFA, 4H, KILBA, etc)

Each applicant must include the following:

1. High School Transcript

2. Two letters of recommendation. (One from FFA advisor, or 4-H Leader,
and the other from your minister, school principal/ superintendent, county
agent, or an active adult KLBA member.
